Besides, it presents a
pictorial account of sources of receipts, their application,
the details of debt and deficit indicators, sources of
deficit financing and trends and composition of important
budgetary variables through charts and graphs.

2. Fiscal Deficit is the difference between the
Revenue Receipts plus Non-debt Capital Receipts
(NDCR) and the total expenditure. FD is reflective of
the total borrowing requirements of Government.
Revenue Deficit refers to the excess of revenue
expenditure over revenue receipts. Effective Revenue
Deficit is the difference between Revenue Deficit and
Grants for Creation of Capital Assets. Primary Deficit
is measured as Fiscal Deficit less interest payments.
3. Budget 2020-21 reflects the Government’s firm
commitment to substantially boost investment in
Agriculture, Social Sector, Education and Health. This
is substantiated by increase in expenditure of ¥ 3,43,678
crores over RE (2019-20) while keeping the fiscal deficit
at 3.8% of GDP.

4. InRE 2019-20, the total expenditure has been kept
at ¥ 26,98,552 crore and is more than Provisional Actual

(2018-19) by %3,83,439 crore.
