4. Indian Bureau of Mines: The provision covers the
requirements of the Indian Bureau of Mines for inspection and
study of mines and research on (i) the benefication of low grade
ores and minerals and (ii) special mining problems with a view to
promote conservation and scientific development of mineral
resources.

5. Bharat Gold Mines Ltd.: The provision is for meeting
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expenses on maintenance of essential services and others
etc.

8. Other Programmes: These include provisions for grants
in-aid to various autonomous and scientific bodies for specific
research projects and for National Mineral Awards etc.

9. Provision is for assistance to HCL for redemption of
debentures issued by the company.

10. Provision for Projects/Schemes for the benefit of
North-Eastern States including Sikkim: During the course of
the year, funds will be re-appropriated from this provision to the
respective schemes under Geological Survey of India and Indian
Bureau of Mines for the benefit of North Eastern States including

11. Investment in Public Enterprises: It provides for equity
to the Public Sector Undertakings to meet their Capital
expenditure on new and continuing schemes, replacement,
renewals and R&D.
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
